                                                     Provision for Rescued Pets
The Purpose:
This guideline is to help firefighters assist pet owners in providing for pets following an incident where it is not safe for the pet to remain inside the home.  This guideline does not relinquish the responsibility of pet owners to provide proper shelter and care for their pets during or following an incident.
Agreement:
This guideline refers to an agreement between the Chaplaincy Department of the Sauk Village Fire Department Chaplain Lee Gatzke (708 758 2225), the South Suburban Humane Society Emily Kiehm Executive Director (708 755-7387x 221), and the American Red Cross of the Greater Chicagoland Yvette Alexander- Maxie (312 729 6348)
Provision:
The Sauk Village Fire Department will make a determination that provision and care is necessary for a pet. This determination will be made if:
1. The pet cannot remain inside the residence and the owner has no means to provide for the pets.
2. Without such provision the pets’ well being is at risk.
3. The pet owner understands that the Humane Society is a rescue shelter and pets will not be harmed in any way.
4. That after the initial call is made it will be the responsibility of the pet owner to stay in contact with the Humane Society.
5. Any charges which may occur are the responsibility of the pet owner.   
6. If assistance is rendered for a pet and the owner understands the Sauk Village Fire Department policy, authorized personnel from the Sauk Village Fire Department may call:

The South Suburban Humane Society will provide:

1. Any and all types of equipment necessary to provide and care for the pets whether it be cages, snares for rescuing the pet at the time of the incident.
2. The Humane Society will transport the pet to the shelter at: 
1103 West End Avenue, Chicago Heights, IL.  
3. Food, water and shelter will be provided on a temporary basis.
4. If additional assistance is needed or the shelter cannot provide proper assistance, the Humane Investigator will make any and all arrangements to provide the care of the pet.
The American Red Cross of Greater Chicagoland case worker will:
1. Help the pet owner locate a hotel or other care facility that can accommodate the pet.
2. Explain how the voucher given by the America Red Cross can be used.    
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Provision:

The Sauk Village Fire Department will make a determination based on the criteria on page 1 of “Provisions for Rescued Pets”.  Authorized personnel from the Sauk Village Fire Department will call:
